After a short time in Belgium he obtained an appointment in the Post Office, in
which he rose to aresponsible position. Hisfirst three novels had little success; but in 1855 he found hisline, and in
The Warden produced the first of his Barsetshire series. It was followed by Barchester Towers [1857], Doctor Thorne
[1858], Framley Parsonage [1861], The Small House at Allington [1864], and The Last Chronicle of Barset [1867],
which deal with the society of asmall cathedral city.
